I believe it is good and appropriate to honor our mothers here  

this morning because in honoring our mothers, we honor the One who 

created them – our Heavenly Father.  There is an old Jewish Proverbs 

that says, “God could not be everywhere and so He created mothers.” 

Although we know that God is everywhere at all times in His great    

omnipresence; we understand the sentiment of the proverb.
