As children of 

God, we should have a desire to want to please our Heavenly Father 

and one way the Bible teaches we can please God is when we, as the 

Body of Christ, strive for unity in the Body of Christ.  King David 

was inspired to write, “How good and pleasant it is when God’s    

people live together in unity!” (Psalm 133:1).   

This morning, we are jumping back into our sermon series,
